FIRST SPANISH EXPEDITION

With the arrival from Cuba of Franeisco Hernfindez do
Cordoba at the mouth of the Panueo River during 1516, the
discovery of the Iluaxtecapnn was made; and the Spanish
Captain after having explored the Gulf Coust returned to

Cuba to report on his trip to the Governor of that Island,
Diego. Velazquez, who in 1518 sent Cap. Junn de Grijalvn .

Ao ugain explore the land discovoered by Hernandez de Cor-
dobn, Somoe of his men were able to reaeh the town of
Chijol, where the Huuxtecns stoped * their trip and being
unsnecessful to obihin what demands ho asked from. Velaz-
.quez, Captain Grijalva proposed Don Franeisco de  Garay,

Govornor of Jamaien, to undertake the conquest of the

Jand .discovered, and although the Governor was favourably
inelined, Grijalyn died before a new expedition could be

. organized, and therefore Garay entrusied it Lo Alonso Alva-
rez de Pineds who reached DBarra del Panuco; but upon
following the bed of the River ho was dofeated by tho -

natives dying in the fight., Garay sceat out new expedi-

tions under the command of Miguel Ruiz do. Asis and of

Captnin Ramirez, who did not attain botter resnlts, se Gu-
ray decided to go peraonally and finished successfully tho

enterprise arming therefore a greator flaot than those al-

rady sent. Bul since 1520 the Conqueror of Mlexico had
knowledgoe of these expeditions and of the jmportance of
the ITuaxteen, nnd therefore during 1522 accompanied by
Gonzalo de Sondoval, and communding an army of a fow
Spaniards and many of his nllied Tlaxenlteeas started to

tnke possession of this region and impede the purporis af

Garay, The Grent Cortos aftor having dofented in tho caiion
of Cuarutluu the forces opposed to him, oensily subntitted
tho ¥ unxtoens and entered into their Cupltnl whore e built
rafts and canoes, nnd crossed the various samall Inkes Nerth
‘of thnt of Chiln, on which banks thore were numerous downs
of warrior Imdinnsg whieh he destroyed, establishing the
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
