Nueve Mexico and arrived at Matamoros, A fllibuster ex-
pedition was organized in Tesas under the eommand of
Iisher, Green and Murry, but General Ampudia and Colonel
Cunales destroyed it in n battle fought between Guerrero
and Mier on the 18th Deeember 1842, )

WAR WITH THE U. S, A,
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The annexation of Texus ;u tho United Stateg was ap-
provued during ¥February 1845, and. after tho rupture of re-
Intions with Mexico, both countiries prepared themselves for
the unaveiduble struggle. General ‘Tayler began to ap-
proach Corpus f‘l;rlatl and tltenco jJadvanced up to the port

of Matamores. The inhabitants of a little town named Fron-

ton e Sauntn Iaahnf, which Taylor proposed to oceupy,
spontanvously sct fire to their homes, thus avoeiding their
peenpition by the encmy, After this ovent and somo othor
whiclh were the preludes of the-war ,it began with the
battles of I"alo Alto and La Resnca on 8th and gtth of May,
1564, when, our foreces under the command of Aristn wore
defentedl, Genernl Arista thenco avent to Nueve Ledn and
Tamaulipns censed to bo the principal site of the war; but,
however, during il, Tampico was occupied by General Quit-
man, Camilo Manso, Indalecio Cnnnles, Manuel Aranz and
Dr, Jose de Canceres were, necording to the statement of Sr.

Gonzalez the tamawnlipecos who on thoso unlucky days
distinguished  themselves  particularly; and the batallion
tGuardn-Costa’’ of Tampico whoso solliers wera all nntives
